From a reflection on the Gospel on the Loyola Press website 

This Gospel highlights for us one of the central themes 
of the Season of Lent. We are dependent upon God for 
all that we have and all that we are. Anything that 
leads us to reject this dependency or to distrust its 
sufficiency, is a temptation from the devil.  
 

Luke ends his report of Jesus' temptation in the desert 
by noting that the devil departs for a time. The 
implication is that the devil will return. Jesus knows 
that he will be tempted again in the Garden of 
Gethsemane. The depth of Jesus' trust in God is shown 
most fully when Jesus rejects the temptation to turn 
away from the task God has given to him. Jesus' final 
rebuke of the devil is his sacrifice on the Cross. 
 

Jesus' responses to the temptations of the devil teach 
us how we can respond to temptation. As we start our 
journey through Lent, this Sunday's Gospel calls us to 
adopt the same confidence that Jesus had in the face of 
temptation: God's word alone will suffice, God's 
promise of protection can be trusted, and God alone is 
God.

The Jubilee  of Mercy   (Article by Clare Ann Greco)                                       
  

One of the objectives of Pope Francis when he declared 
this liturgical year to be the Jubilee of Mercy was inter-
faith dialogue.  His desire was to promote dialogue and 
understanding among the three world religions, Judaism, 
Christianity and Islam.  Often, we think that these three 
religions have little or nothing in common.

In the New Testament,  Jesus is often critical of the 
scribes and Pharisees because their interpretation of  
Jewish laws was harsh.   The Gospels were written at a 
time when there was conflict between the first Christians 
(many of whom were converts from the Jewish faith) and 
those religious authorities.  Today, there is a more gener-
ous interfaith dialogue with Judaism.  This helps us to
